In 2009-2010, The Department of Education & Outreach made 62,886 community contacts
serving more than 300 schools and organizations  in 15 Colorado counties , as well as
Chafee County, Kansas and Goshen County, Wyoming , and from 17 school districts

Of the public schools served, 65% have Title 1 allocations of 50% or higher , for an average
of 60%. A school's Title 1 percentage is relative to the population of students who qualify for
free or reduced lunch, and is considered a reasonable indicator of need.

30% of schools and organizations served this year were reached multiple times , and 80%
have been benefitting from Colorado Ballet's educational programming for a number of years.
Studies show that consistent exposure to the arts boosts academic achievement

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Based on Boston Ballet’s
“Adaptive Dance” program and
supported by the Anna and John
J. Sie Center for Down
Syndrome at Children’s Hospital
and the Global Down Syndrome
Foundation , the Dare to Dance
program provides 10 weekly
dance classes to ten 5-9 year old
children with Down Syndrome.

Teachers Becca Jacobson and
Company Dancer Sally Turkel
work closely with The Children’s
Hospital’'s renowned physical
therapist and Down Syndrome
expert Pat Winders to build
kinesthetic and cognitive skills
through locomotor movements
that incorporate shapes , rhythm ,
and basic dance steps.

Parent-observed classes took
place at the Wellness Center
dance studio at The Children’s
Hospital , and culminated with an
exhibition for family and friends at
Colorado Ballet studios.

Dare to Dance will expand to two
classes in 2010-2011 and move to
Colorado Ballet studios .
Participating children will have
opportunities to observe the
professional company in rehearsal
after class.

Schools hosts cbe+o and other local dance
companies for workshops and performances,
culminating in Day of Dance at South High School.

Day of Dance

Up to 150 students come to Colorado Ballet studios
for a rotation of introductory classes in a variety of
dance styles, Company rehearsal viewings and tours
of our Costume Shop.

Very Special Arts

Each year, cbe+o partners with Adams 12 Five Star
Schools to provide an 8-week modern dance
residency for students with special needs.
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Backstage tours, class and rehearsal viewings, and
job shadowing opportunities are available for students
interested in careers in the arts.
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This season, more than 5,700 tickets were donated to schools and organizations, including all Denver
Public Schools, served through the Mayor’s Office of Education & Children’s Mile High Scholars
program, Head Start preschools, and ArtReach member agencies such as Colorado UpLift, Colorado
Coalition for the Homeless, the Community Resource Center, Mount St. Vincent Home and
Volunteers of America.
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cbe+o provides informational material in season programs, activity sheets
for children in the theatre lobby, and a running synopsis of each ballet in
both English and Spanish during performances via the Figaro seatback
titing system.
